These courses will be administered and delivered by the Club’s Girls’ Centre of Excellence in
conjunction with Sussex County Football Association with the aim being to increase playing
opportunities for young female players, and to provide these players with the opportunity to work with
our team of experienced coaches.

BHAFC is one of only 50 Football Association (FA) Licensed Centres in the Country and the only FA
accredited Programme in Sussex. Our staff oversee female specific sessions on a weekly basis and as
a result of working within the Centre of Excellence environment benefit from information disseminated
directly from the England National Youth Teams particularly around long-term player development
(LTPD).
