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TOURNAMENT RULES 2008
1. The competition shall be called Dynamo GFC Football Festival and shall consist of age groups from U10 – U15.  The League for each age group will be determined by the number of entries. 

2. Each age group will operate on a ‘Round Robin’ basis with the top four teams progressing to the semi-final stage. At the semi-final stage, the 1st placed team shall play the 4th placed team and 2nd shall play 3rd. All players must be registered with their respective Club and be competing in their 2007-8 age groups.

3. Team Managers must register their team at the Registration desk upon arrival and not less than 15 minutes before their first game. Players may only play for one team in the Festival.
4. All matches will be played under the FA’s Laws of mini soccer as described in the mini soccer handbook, with the following exceptions/additions:

A. Teams must consist of 6 players from a squad of 10 players.


B. Unlimited rolling substitutes are permitted.


C. The offside rule will not apply at any age group.


D. The keeper cannot pick up the ball when passed by their own player.


E. Goalkeepers may leave their area.


F. Players must be at least five yards away from the ball at any free kick.


G. All free kicks are direct.


H. U10 - U12 goal kicks can be taken anywhere within the penalty area.


I. U13-U15 goal kicks must be taken from the goal line. 

5. All matches will be between 8-12 minutes in duration, depending on the number of competing teams, with an exchange of ends at half time. Team managers/coaches/supporters are not allowed onto the field of play at half time. 
6. 3 points will be awarded for a win and 1 point for a draw during the “round robin” phase. Teams that are level on points at the end of the League section will be ranked by goal difference. If the teams are tied they will be ranked by goal average, then by goals scored and if still tied, by the result of the match between the teams. If the teams are still tied then a penalty shoot out shall determine the final positions.
7. In the knockout stage, in the event of a tie at full time, a further 4 minutes extra time will be played. If the match remains tied at the end of extra time, then a penalty shoot out will determine the winners. 5 penalties per each team will be taken alternately with the team scoring most being declared the winner. If the teams are still tied after 5 penalties, sudden death penalties will follow.
8. Players receiving two yellow cards or one red card or a combination of a yellow and a red card shall be suspended for the remainder of the tournament and shall be reported to the Sussex County Football Association.

9. Team Managers shall ensure that their team report promptly for matches and that they are ready to play at least 3 minutes before the scheduled kick off time. Late arrival MAY result in the match result being awarded to the opposition on the basis of a 2-0 result. PLEASE HELP YOUR GROUP’S MATCH REFEREE.

10. During the matches, the playing team’s manager and substitutes must remain in the technical area. Substitutes can only enter and exit the field of play from this area. 

11. The ‘away’ team will be responsible for a change of colours should there be a kit colour clash

12. The referee IS the SOLE arbiter of all playing decisions, time keeping and points of dispute. It is expected that all players, spectators and team officials will respect the authority of our officials and support them in their task.

13. The Dynamo GFC tournament is covered by Public Liability Insurance, however players are advised to consider their own private insurance to cover claims arising from their own injury or that of another player.
